• We us art as a catalyst for reducing blight (17%) & crime 

(17%), while encouraging economic development (51%)

• Future Blooms: the painted barricades on vacant 

buildings with representations of doors & windows

• Graffiti Abatement Murals: heavily blighted walls are 

targeted for community driven artwork

• Eco-art Installations: things like fence weavings 

transform neglected spaces using reclaimed materials



Illegal Dumping Abatement & Graffiti Abatement 

• Providing resources to remove litter, recycling and debris

• Bridging communication between communities and government 

agencies to address dumping hot spots

• Monitoring chronic dumping locations to aide law enforcement 

officials



• Provide free environmental education to Cincinnati 

public, private, and parochial schools 

• Service learning, classroom presentations, 

assemblies, and field trips

• Reach approximately 20,000 students each year

• Participate in campus cleanup events
